The expedition has been hamstrung by poor weather over China, Russia and then Alaska after it entered US by flying
over Bering Sea.

The expedition is still hopeful of creating a World Record in circumnavigating the globe in the shortest possible time. It
had originally planned for 64 days, but is delayed by over 12 days now. It is still in line to break the 99 days existing
record though.
